Poverty among the elderly is still an alarming problem in the U.S.  

Nearly 1 in 10 adults aged 65 and above live in a family with income below the official federal poverty level 

3.7 million older adults do not have sufficient cash income to meet basic needs 

59% of low income older adults depend on Social Security for all or nearly all of their family income 

Health care costs exceed 20% of annual income for 56.9% of older adults   

The median low income older household spends 60% of annual household income on housing 

But those statistics don‟t apply to the residents of St. Luke‟s Home because they have you. With your
